1/  VACATION PLANNING REMINDER.  As you make family plans for spring break,

long weekends, or summer vacation, please try to avoid impacting your

child¹s school attendance.  Generally speaking, this tends to be disruptive

to your child¹s learning, the teacher¹s planning, and the class¹ group

activities. If you do choose to or must go away a time that is during a

regular school period, teachers can accommodate you with assignments, if you

provide the teachers with plenty of advance notice.  Should a student go

away and miss school days, we ask that you calculate what income loss ($30

per day in state funding) is caused by the absence, and consider making a

gift to the ISM Foundation for that amount.  This will be attributed to your

Family Fair Share contribution.  Thank you!

2/  REMINDER:  PLEASE SAVE CAMPBELL SOUP CAN LABELS FOR CASH FOR ISM.  To

date, only a few families have submitted labels for Campbell soups and other

products.  This is a program which raises money for ISM.  The class that

collects the most labels will win an ice cream party in May.  Please help us

out and begin (or continue) to save the labels to your favorite canned soup

and other products.

PLEASE KEEP THIS DOCUMENT HANDY FOR REFERENCE.

For soup cans, simply use a scissors to score the label at the back seam to

make it easier to remove completely.   Then trim the front label neatly and

send to school for collection.  For some other products (like Pepperidge

Farm Goldfish Crackers or Cookies, only the bar codes are required.  A

complete list of eligible products is attached.  The more we collect, the

more points ISM can earn and exchange for valuable school supplies.

Bring in your labels, etc. at least every week, and just put them in the Box

Top collection boxes for each classroom, or place them in the BoxTops cubby

in the office.  Tell your friends and family to start saving for ISM, too.

Every label helps ISM earn more.

Other Campbell and associated product line items may have varying

requirements.  There is a small logo on each product which tells what to

save.  For example: Soup cans have this logo, which specifies to save the

label. 

Note: DON'T cut out this logo.  This just tells what to save.
