The International School of Monterey will hold its annual open house on Saturday, January 8, 2005 from 2:00 to 4:30pm. The event, open to the public, particularly offers families interested in enrolling their children an opportunity to tour and experience this unique school at its new home on the Manzanita campus located at 1720 Yosemite Street in Seaside in advance of making application decisions.

Enrollment in the International School of Monterey is determined by lottery. All applicants meeting the initial deadline of 5pm Tuesday, January 18, will be eligible for available K-8 spaces for the 2005-2006 school year. The lottery will be conducted on Monday, January 31, at 5 pm. Historically, the number of applicants has far exceeded available spaces. Applicants whose names are drawn in the lottery after open spaces have been allocated are assigned a place on the waiting list. 

The International School of Monterey—a nonprofit, coeducational, English-language public charter school—currently offers the proven International Primary Years academic and extracurricular program to children in grades K-7.  Since opening in September 2001, ISM has added at least one grade each year, and plans to add grade eight next fall. The school anticipates eventually extending through grade 12.  In addition to the core subjects of English language arts, social studies and history, mathematics, and science, the curriculum includes instruction in Spanish language, performing and visual arts, and physical education.   

Executive Director Chrissie Jahn says, “We are thrilled about our new location and welcome our new neighbors and interested families to come meet us, but please excuse our dust!”  The school just completed relocation from the Larkin campus in Monterey to the Manzanita site in Seaside during the winter break.  While renovation and unpacking continues, an army of volunteers and many extra staff hours allowed classes to resume fully as scheduled on Tuesday, January 4, 2005.
